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Karuppur Kalamkari paintings are done on pure cotton cloth. The strokes are made using pens and brushes made from bamboo
sticks and stems of palm, date or coconut trees. These natural brushes, or *kalams,' come in different sizes and shapes, depending
on the design requirements. It is dyed/ printed with natural colors extracted from plant roots, bark, leaf and stems. Traditionally,
Karuppur Kalamkari paintings from Thanjavur region were used to create figurative and patterned cloths for palaces and temples,
such as ceiling cloths, umbrella covers, cylindrical decorative hangings, chariot covers, canopies and wall hangings. Karuppur
